A postmortem analysis was carried out in 40 patients with documented alcoholic
cirrhosis and a group of noncirrhotic controls to determine whether alcoholism
protects an individual from atherosclerosis.

The degree of fibrosis of the left ventricle and the cxtent of atherosclerosis of
the aorta were assessed.

No significant difference was found between the 2 groups in the severity of
aortic atherosclerosis or the degree of ischemic damage to the myocardium,

It was determined that there is no difference between alcoholics and nonalco-
holics with regards to atherosclerotic vascular disease as assessed in postmortem
analysis.
